I thought you'd be interested in a lifesaving event that happened at the Pinole Dog Park on Tuesday night. 

Two dogs, Charlie and Bruno, were playing as dogs do when one of them got his jaw caught in the other's collar. 

Needless to say, they were entangled and panic struck. 

As the dogs scuffled their collars grew tighter and it was very difficult to control them. The owners were beside 
themselves and couldn't control their pets. 

The collars grew tighter. 

Three men — Bob Marieiro of Pinole, Joe Ramos of Hercules and Tom Kroski of Hercules — stepped in and held 
the dogs down, even as they were being bitten by the panicked animals. 

They were able to free Charlie "... but Bruno lay lifeless and not breathing on the ground with the collar tight around 
his throat and strangling him. 

We thought the dog had died. 

Bob pulled out his multi-tool and cut the collar. Tom started CPR chest compressions on Bruno, and Bob began 
doing mouth to mouth breathing, cupping his hands around the dog's mouth. 

After three or four breaths, the dog began to breath on his own. 

After about 10 minutes the dog was up and wagging his tail! 

Everyone at the dog park was so happy to see the dog had lived. If not for these three brave men, Bruno would have 
met his maker. 

Bob is my husband and a Boy Scout leader in  
Pinole. He says he's had CPR training for 35 
years, and luckily has only had to use it once — on 
a dog. 

These men were very brave to step in and help 
those animals. Not everyone is willing to do 
something like this.
